 South Africa’s school year be-
gan mid-January.  As always, the 
kids are excited to go back to 
school, have new school supplies 
and a uniform.  But it can also be 
a time of stress for the parents 
who find it difficult to provide the 
necessities.   A huge thank you to 
Bonnie & her  29 Grade 8 stu-
dents from D.S. MacKenzie 
Junior High School, Edmt. who 
have fund-raised two years in a 
row, raising $180 this year.  Way 
tah go kids!! And, thank you to 
my good friend, Annette, and 
her family, who forfeited Christ-
mas gifts this year to donate 

$340.  This is amaz-
ing!!!  Together, with 
me supplying the bal-
ance, we were able 
to supply 21 children 
with school supplies 
and 19 children with 
uniforms (other 2 had 
uniforms).   

 You have made a huge differ-
ence in the lives of these families 
and have shown them the love of 
God by helping them to keep their 
kids in school.  Education is a 
child’s future.  The cost of uniforms, 
text books, supplies and school 
fees are beyond the means of im-
poverished families.

Praise God he 
took the 2nd chance.  As we be-
